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PREFACE
The Environmental Health and Sanitation Unit of Awutu Senya East Municipal Assembly 2025 Annual Report is a comprehensive document that provides a detailed and an in-depth summary of actual and factual activities undertaken by the Unit during the year under review. The report also contains photographs of activities undertaken and graphs where necessary to enable one to better appreciate its contents. It is worth mentioning that the activities carried out are basically those enshrined in the Assembly’s MSESSAP and National Sanitation Policy documents which are the Master working documents of the Unit and the Municipal Assembly for that matter.




1. INTRODUCTION
1.1 Profile Of The Municipality
The Awutu Senya East Municipality (ASEM) is one of the newly created Municipalities in the Central Region. It was carved out of the former Awutu Senya District in 2012 and established as Municipality by Legislative Instrument (LI) 2025 with Kasoa as its capital. The rationale was to facilitate the government’s decentralization programme and local governance system. Statistics from the 2021 PHC peg the total population of the Municipality at around 236,527 with an annual growth rate of 3.0 percent (GSS). This is about 4.9 percent of the Central Region population. The male population is 48.1 percent while the female population is 5.9 percent. ASEM is highly urbanised due to its proximity to Accra, the capital city of Ghana. Only 15 percent   of the population lives in rural areas in the Municipality (GSS, 2021). Due to its strategic location, rural-urban and urban-urban migration is a common phenomenon in the Municipality.  The major settlements of the Municipality with high population densities are Kasoa, Opeikuma, Adam Nana, Kpormetey, Ofaakor, Akweley, Walantu and Zongo. The high migration and the urbanization rates coupled with poverty, inadequate and insufficient housing and land speculation has led to development of Kasoa Zongo and Adakope Slums in the Municipality. The slum areas are characterized by increased vulnerability to environmental health problems, intermittent fire outbreaks in part due to illegal electricity connections and increase vulnerability among women, children and youth (GSS, 2021).
The results of a recent Geographic Information System (GIS) survey undertaken in 2018 by officials of ASEMA were used to map urbanization in ASEMA. Due to local factors vis-à-vis other economic factors, migrants from near and far are attracted to the Municipality. The survey revealed that the top three migrant origins are Accra, Assin Foso and Gomoa Fetteh. On arrival in the Municipality, the majority of the in-migrants looked for low-cost and third-class communities like Walantu, Zongo, Opeikuma, and CP to settle. Some of them can only find and dwell in structures such as uncompleted buildings, kiosks and containers. The existence of such dwellings without any form of control from the local authorities has contributed to the developments of slums in the Municipality.
1.1.2 Land Tenure System
Land in Municipality is owned by chiefs, clans of family heads who hold in trust for their subjects. Land can be acquired through direct purchase, rent, leasehold and share cropping. The fact that these parcels of land are inherited through parents or grandparents from one generation to another has led to uncertain ownership status of the lands and multiple sales, resulting in litigation and chieftaincy disputes. This situation has also contributed to the rapid loss of farm lands to residential developments in the Municipality (GSS, 2021). 
1.1.3 Water and Sanitation
Lack of potable water is a major challenge confronting the Municipality. About 45 percent of households, commercial and industrial activities depend on water tanker services while 30 percent have access to pipe water. About 20 percent depend on streams or dams while 5 percent use the borehole system (GSS, 2021).

Sanitation services and sanitary practices within the Municipality are poor. Significant quantities of solid and liquid waste are generated in the Municipality due to extensive trading activities coupled with the large central market at Kasoa. About 1,414 tonnes of solid waste are generated monthly in the Municipality (Zoomlion Ghana Limited, 2013). Only 31percent of household have their waste collected and sent to formal disposal site. About 44.7percent of household burn their waste, 8.6percent dump their waste in public containers, while 8.4 percent dump their waste in open spaces indiscriminately (GSS, 2021). About 53percent of household throw liquid wastes in their compounds, 25.6percent of household throw liquid waste on the streets/outside while 11.3 percent throw the liquid waste in gutters. Only 3percent and 2.4percent of households dispose of liquid waste through the sewage system and drainage into gutters respectively in the Municipality (GSS, 2021)

3. Universal Salt Iodation (USI)
3.1As part of the Unit’s commitments to achieving and sustaining human and animal consumption of iodized salt through the Universal Salt iodation  (USI) programme in the Municipality, the Unit organized a one-day training and educational workshop for salt traders at both Kasoa New and Old Markets. 
Topics considered were;
· Public Health Importance of Iodized Salt consumption
· Safe handling of Iodized Salt 
· Testing of salt for iodine
· Legal implication of offering non-iodized and inadequately iodized salt for sale to the public. In all 168 salt traders from the two markets benefitted from the training.

3.2 Salt Iodation Monitoring
The Unit in collaboration with Nutrition Unit of Ghana Health Service and sponsorship from UNICEF conducted a number of salt testing for iodine on quarterly basis in the two main markets in the Municipality namely Kasoa New Market and Old Market.

As a means of ensuring that the Markets pass next time i.e. score 100%, traders whose salt tested iodine negative were educated on safe handling of iodized salt and warned.

4. FOOD HYGIENE, SAFETY AND NUTRITION
4.1 In view of the alarming rate at which communicable diseases such as typhoid fever, dysentery, cholera etc. are spreading among the populace through unhygienic preparation and sale of food and drinks, the Unit during the period of reporting organized and ensured health screening of food and drink vendors in the Municipality. 
Below are the details of the outcome
· Number of food/drink vendors registered – 10,109
· Number of food/drink  vendors  health screened, and  certified fit -9,107
Out of the total number of the 10,109 vendors that were registered and health screened across the Municipality, 9,107 representing 90% of them were declared and certified fit to sell food/drink for public consumption during the year review.

9. SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT
With a population of about 243, 600 Awutu Senya East Municipality generated approximately 170.52 tons a day and 62239.80 tons in 2025 based on solid waste generation of 0.7kg per capita per day. In all a total of 44,190 (71%) tons of total waste generated were collected and  sent to the final disposal site at Ojobi for safe final disposal.  The general condition of the final disposal site was fair as the Private owner regularly at least after every two to three times in a year pushed, levelled, compacted and disinfested the facility to enhance solid waste management in the Municipality

9.1 Clearing of Existing Heaps of Refuse
Aside the monthly supervision of pushing, levelling, compacting and disinfestation of waste at the final disposal site, the Unit also supervised the clearing, evacuation and disinfestation of waste resulting from spill over at the Kasoa New Market container sites on several occasions. This was to ensure a clean, safe, healthy and pleasant physical environment devoid of rats and disease pests and vectors which are incriminated in cross contamination of both edible and non-edible food items in the market’s physical environment. To enhance market sanitation, the Unit at latter part of the year also facilitated a number of clearing of waste at the New Market through the engagement of twenty (20) by-day casual sanitary labourers who swept and cleared waste after every market day.



9.3 Household, Industrial and Commercial Waste Collection 
To increase coverage of household, industrial and commercial access to solid waste collection services and thereby reduce the incidence of indiscriminate disposal of solid waste and its associated menace in the Municipality, the Unit during the year under review collaborated with private solid waste collectors operating in the Municipality namely: Coastal Waste Management, Sisbros and Honest Waste Companies in registering a total of One Thousand Five Hundred and One (1,501) cl


9.4 Acquisition of Sanitation Tools 
As part of the Assembly’s mandate to ensure enhanced and sustainable sanitation service delivery, the Assembly purchased a number of sanitary tools for distribution to its sanitary labourers for use during market sanitation delivery and clean-up exercises. Sanitary tools purchased were

9.5 Acquisition of Additional Refuse Containers
As a way of increasing coverage of communities accessibility to central communal refuse container systems to reduce the rate of dumping elsewhere, the Assembly through Zoom lion Ghana Ltd acquired two additional skip refuse containers which were placed at vantage points in communities which neither had access to door-to-door solid waste collection services nor central communal refuse container system to enhance solid waste collection in those communities.

9.6 Monthly Sanitation Day Exercises (Clean Up Exercise)
As part of the Unit’s conscious efforts to ensure clean, healthy and pleasant physical environment in settlements in the Municipality and as part of efforts to inculcate in the populace the spirit of “Sanitation Day Exercises ( Clean Up Exercises ) at Kasoa Central Business District, the various electoral areas, the Kasoa New Market etc. The Unit facilitated 6 Monthly Sanitation Day Clean up Exercises.
Activities undertaken were 
1. Desilting of Public Drains
2. Hauling of wastes to the final disposal site
3. Sweeping,Raking and
4. Weeding


10. LIQUID WASTE MANAGEMENT
Disposal of waste water from bath houses and other domestic activities into open spaces in the various settlements with their adverse effects on public health and socio-economy continued to be a menace in the Municipality during the year under review. As a way of managing the situation, the Unit embarked on a number of intensive public education and campaigns to educate and sensitize the populace on the health dangers associated with the menace. This was followed by arrest and prosecution of offenders to serve as deterrent and instil discipline among the populace.
The Unit also supervised dislodging of septic tanks of institutions, households and public toilets.  

11. DISEASE PEST AND VECTOR CONTROL
To reduce the incidence of malaria and other pest and vector borne diseases, the Unit during the period under review with funding from the Assembly facilitated a number of disease pest and vector control activities as indicated below

12. MARKET SANITATION
Market sanitation plays a significant role in determining the socio-economic and health status of a country since the investment in unsanitary environment leads to contamination of both edible and non-edible items and its associated upsurge of diseases and high expenditure of treatment of such diseases. In light of this, the Unit during the period of reporting facilitated a number of clean-up exercises in Kasoa New Market to enhance sanitation. The Unit also facilitated a special clean-up exercise initiated by the Hon. Municipal Chief Executive at the later part of the year. Activities undertaken during the exercises were
· Sweeping and raking of wastes 
· Collection of waste
· Hauling of wastes to the final disposal site
· Desilting of public drains
· Dislodging of drains 
· Sanitation education and campaign to sensitize the populace and 
· Enforcement of the Assembly’s market sanitation bye-laws.




13. ENVIRONMENTAL MONITORING AND STANDARDS ENFORCEMENT AND HOUSEHOLD LATRINE PROMOTION
As part of the Unit’s conscious efforts to ensuring clean, safe, healthy and pleasant physical environment in all settlement in the Municipality, the Unit carried out a number of environment monitoring and standards enforcement activities. These are
· Visits to some communities like Ofaakor, Zongo, Adakope, Kpormetey and Adam Nana to address issues like connection of faecal sludge and effluent openly into nearby drains and open spaces 
· Visits to privately owned public toilets to address poor hygiene and sanitation problems
· Night patrol to call to order dumping of waste along major roads/streets and drains in the Municipality by unscrupulous people
· In line with the Sustainable Development Goal (SDG) 6, the Unit in collaboration with the Assembly’s Development Control Team made up of the Works Department and Physical Planning Department also ensure that all household toilets indicated in approved residential building permits were actually constructed and put into use. In all 1,550 private (household) toilets facilities made up of 1050 VIP household latrines and 500 WC facilities were approved as being safe for use by the household. 


14.  HEALTHCARE FACILITY SANITATION   
Healthcare facility sanitation plays an important role in preventing nosocomial infections. In view of this and as a way of ensuring clean, safe, healthy and pleasant physical environment at healthcare facilities which were mostly private clinics the Unit undertook the following activities;
· Ensuring of sanitary disposal of infectious materials such as surgical, obstetrical and pathological wastes by incineration
· Sanitary disposal of renal dialysis waste, laboratory wastes, discarded serums and vaccines that have not been autoclaved, syringes, needles, placenta etc.  by incineration 
· Supervision of clinic sanitary labourers and orderlies and
· Supervision of sanitary disposal of liquid waste
15. SCHOOL HEALTH PROGRAMME
The Unit in collaboration with the SHEP Co-ordinator of Ghana Education Service (GES) organised hygiene and sanitation education and training programmes during which basic school children of some selected schools were trained as agents of Hygiene Behavioural Change. Issues highlighted on were
· Personal hygiene with emphasis on hand washing with soap under running water and
· Environmental Sanitation

3. Disinfection of Kasoa Polyclinic and Mother and Child Hospital 
4. Disinfection of vehicles that carry victims to Kasoa Polyclinic.
5. Contact tracing and disinfection of homes of victims
6. Dignified burial of cholera dead bodies
7. Disinfection of possible sources of infection.

The Unit also embarked on disinfection and disinfestation exercises and enforcement in the Municipality.

24. CONSTRAINTS AND CHALLENGES
The following constraints and challenges did not only negatively affect the performance of the Unit during the period under review, but also they impacted adversely on the general sanitation situation in the Municipality. They included the following:
· The populaces’ negative attitude and apathy towards environmental sanitation
· Inadequate means of transport to monitor and supervise sanitation service delivery and 
·  Woeful inadequate Environmental Health staff and sanitation labour force.The World Health Organization (WHO) recommends Environmental Health Officer to Population Ratio of 1:700.With a population of about 243,600 ASEM by calculation should have Environmental Health Staff Strength of 348. With the current staff strength  of 21 ,this implies there is a staff deficit of 327
· Inadequate Prosecuting Officers


25. ACHIEVEMENTS
· The Unit during the period under review was very instrumental in lead facilitating Cholera Risk Communication and related activities in communities, schools, lorry parks, churches, markets, eateries and other public spaces in the municipality. 
· The Unit was able to strengthen the working relationship between the Assembly and Sanitation service providers working in the Municipality through Environmental Health Staff and Stakeholders performance review meetings
· The Unit was able to strengthen the partnership between the Assembly and fifty managements of privately owned public toilets across the Municipality for an enhanced and sustainable public toilet management system.
· The Unit was able to sustain the monthly clean-up exercise
· The Assembly has bought 3 new refuse skip containers

26. CONCLUSION
The Environmental Health and Sanitation delivery in the Municipality as per activities mentioned above involved multi scientific, technical, economic and social interventions. No one or single intervention will be able to control all the sanitation problems as effectively as comprehensive programs based on national and international policies. Governments and other representatives at the grassroots level own it as a responsibility to consistently and consciously champion the course of sanitation interventions contained in their party manifestoes since their performance over the mandated period will be judged according to their sanitation policies, programmes and manifestoes.
The following recommendations if implemented to the letter could go a long way to help government and for that matter local government (Awutu Senya East Municipal Assembly) deliver on its manifestoes.
27. RECOMMENDATIONS
The following are strongly recommended to enhance the Unit’s performance in subsequent years
· The Assembly should establish active co-operation with other support agencies (CBOs, NGOs etc.) working in the environmental sanitation sector and examine ways of developing partnership between their programmes and those of the Assembly for mutual benefits with the Environmental Health Unit playing a co-ordinating role
· That the Assembly should adequately resource the Unit to carry out activities aimed at accelerating the attainment of Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) and other sanitation development policies
· That the Assembly should not hesitate to provide the Unit with logistics such as motor bikes that will enable it champion the course of Community Led Total Sanitation (CLTS) to attain Open Defecation Free (ODF) community in the Municipality  
· That as a policy directive  the Assembly should continue to encourage Public Private Partnership (PPP) in the area of construction of public toilets at lorry terminals and market areas and through the Unit encourage households to construct household latrines at their cost
· That as a way of supplementing communal refuse container system, the Assembly through the Unit should encourage more private solid waste companies to come and operate in the Municipality 
· That the Assembly through the Unit should consider other solid waste management options namely source separation, composting and waste to renewable energy as a way of adding value to waste

28. PLANNED ACTIVITIES AND TARGETS FOR 2026
As part of the Unit’s conscious efforts to improve Environmental Health and Sanitation delivery in the Municipality, the following targets have been set for 2026.
· To organise and facilitate 6 stakeholders consultative and sensitization meetings.
· To organise and lead facilitate 12 Monthly National Sanitation Day  clean-up and Operation Clean Your Frontage  exercises and sanitation campaigns in all the 6 Zonal Councils, Kasoa New and Old Markets. 
· To build capacity of 3000 institutional food/drink handlers on food/drink safety, hygiene and nutrition.
· To prosecute 120 sanitary offenders across the Municipality
· To educate and persuade 350 households to construct one household latrine each
· To educate and persuade 11,000 food/drink vendors across the Municipality to register and undergo 2026 annual mandatory food/drink vendor’s health screening and certification.
· To inspect 26,000 premises comprising private and public basic schools, bakeries, eating bars, drinking bars, hotels, guest houses, domiciliary, restaurants, public toilets, clinics, water producing factories, etc.
· To collaborate with the Assembly’s registered solid waste companies operating in the Municipality in registering 3,700 new clients.
· To intensify Cholera Risk Communication and Hygiene Promotion in the Municipality.
